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Do you want to be a slave to Big Government?

A government powerful enough to give you everything you want is also powerful enough to take from you what it wants.

Advocates of Big Government have used our natural concern for our health and the health of loved ones to try to grab additional power over our lives.

The proposed health care plan is diagrammed on the back of this brochure. Every colored box on this chart is a new federal commission, agency, or mandate—more than 30 between you and your doctor.
Consider the following issues in the plan:

Abortion – Although the original bill (H.R. 3200) did not include the word “abortion,” a House committee adopted an amendment by Rep. Lois Capps that explicitly mandates taxpayer funding of abortions. And not only the government insurance plan will include abortion. A commission appointed by the government will decide what services must be covered by private insurance plans in the government-run Health Insurance Exchange. With Kathleen Sebelius, a prominent abortion advocate, in charge of the Dept. of Health and Human Services, it is virtually certain that abortion would be a mandated benefit.
Euthanasia – Although the bill does not discuss euthanasia, or mercy killing, it does legislate “Advance Care Planning Consultation” (Section 1233, Page 424), including an “explanation by the practitioner of the continuum of end-of-life services …” This raises an ominous potential when you consider that Barack Obama's advisers Dr. John Holdren, chief science and technology adviser, and Dr. Ezekiel Emanuel, special adviser for health policy, have publicly advocated the use of government force to control population. Holdren has written in favor of forced abortions and involuntary sterilizations. Emanuel has advocated that the Hippocratic Oath be junked so that health care can be withheld from the elderly, especially the chronically ill. History – In those countries where government-controlled health care has been implemented—for example, Canada, UK, and Russia—government control has not improved the health-care system. People who live under such systems, when they have the wherewithal to do so, come to America to get health care.
Constitution – Our elected leaders in Washington have sworn that they will preserve, protect, and defend the Constitution of the United States. However, controlling health care is not among the powers of Congress enumerated in Article I, Section 8, and Amendment 10 says, “The powers not delegated to the United States by the Constitution, nor prohibited by it to the States, are reserved to the States respectively, or to the people.”) Supporters of Big Government cite the “general welfare” clause in the preamble to justify whatever Congress wants to do. However, the founders of our nation, including James Madison, “father of the Constitution,” did not share this view. Madison wrote, “Madison, when asked if the "general welfare" clause was a grant of power, replied in 1792, in a letter to Henry Lee, “If not only the means but the objects are unlimited, the parchment [the Constitution] should be thrown into the fire at once.”
Is socialism justified?

Some have tried to justify Big Government socialism and communism by citing the example of the early Christian church: “All the believers were together and had everything in common” (Acts 2:44). Note, however, that this was not a government coercively taking from some people and giving to others; the sharing was done voluntarily out of love. Note also that property was privately owned and shared at the discretion of the owner, not controlled by government or a cult leader (Acts 4:32-36).
